I added a note to the first entry in Ludwell v. Toton: The date of this order in <i>Acts of the Privy Council Colonial Series</i> would seem to be in error. The figure (p. 84) is curiously formed, but it is much more likely to be an '8' rather than a '9'. The previous meeting of the council was on 11 December; the subsequent one (p. 89) on 25 December, suggesting that the Council was quite rigidly meeting on Thursdays in 1690. CSP has 18 December.

Ward v. Palmer has a note “Interesting discussion in the <i>Calendar of State Papers, Colonial</i> as to methods of payment, including wampum and beaver”. I can’t find such a discussion in CSP and wonder if this note belongs some place else.
